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This agreement made the______ day of_______ ______________, between Pepper Knoll Farm, herein referred to as the Stallion Owner and _______________________, herein referred to as the Mare Owner / Agent. 

In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1) The mare owner / agent agrees to pay Stallion Owner the following fees:

a. The Stallion Service Fee of $1000.oo is due at the signing of this contract.

b. A deposit of $300.00 will be required to cover shipping, container deposit, and handling fee.  Any unused balance will be refunded at the end of the breeding season.  Container must be returned clean and undamaged.  After receipt and use of the semen, container must be shipped back to the farm within 3 days via UPS or Federal Express 2nd day air.  There will be a late container fee of $20 per day. 

2) The mare owner/agent shall return a copy of the mare’s papers and photo (please send photo with self addressed envelope if it is to be returned) with this contract. This mare is subject to acceptance by the stallion owner. If the mare is not acceptable to the stallion owner, at its sole option, Pepper Knoll Farm shall return the booking fee to the mare owner, and this contract shall be null and void.

3) The mare owner/agent shall be entitled to re-breed the mare until the mare delivers ONE foal that stands and nurses. This guarantee shall continue a maximum of two years, and shall apply only if the BREEDING REPORTS – breeding soundness, and pregnancy or loss of pregnancy report, (if applicable) are returned according to the instructions herein.  IF THESE REPORTS ARE NOT RECEIVED BY PEPPER KNOLL FARM AS INSTRUCTED, ALL GUARANTEES, REFUNDS, BREEDINGS, OR REGISTRATION POSSIBILITIES ARE NULL AND VOID. The provisions and instructions of the breeding soundness, pregnancy, and the loss of pregnancy reports are hereby incorporated into this contract and made a part hereof, and the parties agree to abide by said provisions and instructions. 

a) Each year, a Breeding Soundness Report is due prior to the first provision of service, that year, to the mare by shipment of semen for artificial insemination. If the mare is in foal, the examination can be done either after or before foaling and the report faxed to Pepper Knoll Farm.  A licensed veterinarian shall determine if the mare is suitable for breeding. If the mare is deemed unsuitable for breeding, the mare owner may substitute a new mare, subject to acceptance by Pepper Knoll Farm. This substitute mare shall be bred under the same terms and conditions as the original mare.  No refund will be given if a substitute mare cannot be found.

b) The mare owner agrees to use the FRESH shipped semen only on the mare named above in this contract. All leftover semen will be destroyed.

c) The stallion owner agrees that should the said mare not check in foal or lose the pregnancy and subsequently not produce a live foal that can stand and nurse, the stud fee will be carried forward to the next breeding season for a maximum of two years from the original contract.  The mare owner must provide a veterinary statement to that fact. If the mare loses her foal, this statement must also state that the mare was properly cared for.   Proper care shall include, but shall not necessarily be limited to, proper feeding and nutrition, regular deworming with products approved for pregnant mares, vaccinations that are customary in the mare owner’s geographical area, and proper intervention during foaling if necessary. 
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4) If the mare is not covered, bred, or does not deliver a live foal within 2 (two) years, starting from January 1st of the year the contract was signed, the contract will be null and void and no refunds, rebreeding, or fees will be returned/given to the mare owner. The non-refundable booking fee is recharged each year this contract is carried forward, but no more than the second year. This will renew the contract for one (1) additional year starting from January 1st. 

5) All billing statements shall be paid to Pepper Knoll Farm within 10 days of the billing date. Balances outstanding after the due date are subject to finance charges at the rate of 10% per month. In addition, if the mare owner fails to pay any amount due hereunder for more than 30 days after the billing date, Pepper Knoll Farm is not obliged to perform further under the contract until all past-due amounts have been paid current.

6) It is agreed that should the stallion Lateran expire, be sold by Pepper Knoll Farm, or become unfit for service before settling the contracted mare, then this contract becomes null and void and the full breeding fee and booking fee shall be refunded to the mare owner. 

7) The mare owner/agent shall assume all responsibilities for the condition of the mare and shall bear all risk of loss or damage to the mare whatsoever by death, disease, injury, infection or otherwise, and by any cause whatsoever, including inappropriate, untimely, or negligent insemination or failure of insemination. The mare owner/agent therefore holds harmless Pepper Knoll Farm, its owners, employees, agents, and officers from any liability for any and all damages associated therewith. The mare owner hereby agrees to pay all expenses and attorney’s fees incurred by Pepper Knoll Farm in defending any claims for which the mare owner has agreed to release, discharge, indemnify and hold harmless Pepper Knoll Farm, its owners, employees, agents, and officers.

8) The mare owner agrees to pay all collection costs, including attorney fees, court costs, necessary travel expenses, postage or express mail fees, etc. necessitated or reasonably incurred by Pepper Knoll Farm or collection agency in their attempts to collect any amounts due hereunder or enforce the term hereof.  This clause shall allow collection of said funds whether or not suit is filed.

9) This agreement is governed by and will be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of California.  Any action brought to enforce or interpret any portion of this agreement must be brought in San Diego County, California. Claims or disputes that arise out of this agreement and cannot be settled through negotiation must be submitted to mediation, unless both parties agree in writing to waive mediation.  Pepper Knoll Farm and mare owner/agent agree to cooperate in good faith to promptly select a mediator, to schedule a mediation session, and to attempt to settle the claim or dispute. The mare owner hereby agrees to pay all expenses and attorney’s fees incurred by Pepper Knoll Farm.  The mare owner further agrees that this contract is to be performed at El Cajon, San Diego County, California.

10) If a portion of this agreement is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the rest of the agreement is not affected and remains valid and enforceable.  This agreement is binding upon and inures to the benefit of each party’s heirs and successors.  

11) The mare owner shall inform Pepper Knoll Farm at the beginning of the mare’s heat cycle. This is VERY important to ensure that a shipping container will be available. The mare owner must notify Pepper Knoll Farm no later than 24 hours before the shipment needs to be made.  If a request is made on the day of the shipment, the request will be accommodated if reasonably possible, but at the sole discretion of the stallion owner.
